When installing any device inside a computer, please ensure you do not touch any of the components or connecting pins, as any static electricity will fry the circuitry rendering it useless.  If you really want to be safe, wear rubber soled shoes and earth yourself to any convenient earth. 

Before removing the back of any electrical item, disconnect from, or switch off, the mains supply.
