Hand-of-God
Using Layering, Smart Edge, Sunburst and Text Effects.
Open Paint Shop Pro (PSP).  

Ensure that you have the following tool bars displayed before proceeding.
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1. The following images have been supplied

· Crowd

· Hand

· Sky

· Completed Image (The Completed Image is for reference only).

2. Open the images sky and crowd in PSP

3. Select the “Crowd” Image by pointing to and clicking on its title bar.

4. From the Edit menu – select Copy
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5. Close the Image “Crowd”.

6. Select the “Sky” Image by pointing to and clicking on its title bar (as you did for the “Crowd” image at STEP 2).

7. From the Edit menu select Paste > As A New Layer
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8. You should now have the image of the crowd on top of the image of the sky, if not go back and try again.
9. From the Tool Pallet select the Freehand tool.

10. In the Tool Options Palette set the Selection Type to Smart Edge and the Feather to 0.
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11. Use the Smart Edge tool to remove the area above the crowd, leaving the trees on the left.  

12. Start by clicking at a point at the edge of the image and click at regular intervals until the entire area has been surrounded. 

13. When STEP 12 is complete press the Delete key on the keyboard to delete the chosen area and reveal the sky behind.  (You may find points 12 & 13 easier to undertake if you work on a smaller area at a time, repeating steps 13 & 14 as and when ready). 
14. When completed merge the two images. Go to Layers > Merge > Merge All (Flatten).
15. Open the image “Hand” in PSP. 

16. From the Tool Pallet select the Magic Wand tool.

17. Set the Magic Wand tool as shown below.
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18. With the Magic Wand tool click anywhere in the white area surrounding the hand.  

19. From the Selections menu, select Invert. This action will select the hand in the image rather than white area.

20. From the Edit menu – select Copy
21. Close the image “Hand”.

22. Select the image previously merged at step 14 by pointing to and clicking on its title bar (as you did for the “Crowd” image at STEP 2).

23. From the Edit menu select Paste > As A New Layer
24. Click on the Hand and drag it into a suitable position on the merged background.
25. When the hand has been suitably placed, go to Layers > Merge > Merge All (Flatten).
26. Use the Sunburst Handout (page 29) you received and create a sunburst affect around the wrist. 
27. From the Tool Pallet select the Text tool.

28. Left click somewhere in the region of the wrist in the image you have been editing to open the Text Entry window.

29. Choose a suitable font style, size and colour and type your text into the main frame of the Text Entry window.
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30. Press OK when done.
31. Manoeuvre your text by clicking the left hand box in the centre of the text you have created and dragging it to its required location.
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32. When the hand has been suitably placed, go to Layers > Merge > Merge All (Flatten).
33. Save the image using a suitable name and go and have a cup of tea.
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
